.1500UTC SUN TO 1500UTC MON...NW WINDS 5 TO 15 KT…BECOMING N TO NE BY MON. SEAS 2 TO 5 FT WITHIN 120 NM. VISIBILITIES 1 NM OR LESS AT TIMES IN AREAS OF DENSE FOG.
.24 HOUR FORECAST 1500UTC MON TO 1500UTC TUE... NE TO NW WINDS 5 TO 10 KT…BECOMING W TO SW 10 TO 15 KT TUE. SEAS 2 TO 5 FT WITHIN 120 NM. SOME PATCHY FOG MAY OCCASIONALLY REDUCE VSBY.

.48 HOUR FORECAST 1500UTC TUE TO 1500UTC WED... W TO SW WINDS 10 TO 15 KT…BECOMING SE 15 TO 20 KT LATE PERIOD. SEAS 3 TO 5 FT WITHIN 120 NM IN SW SWELL…WITH RANDOM 7 FT OR HIGHER POSSIBLE LATE PERIOD. PATCHY FOG…RAIN DEVELOPING LATE PERIOD.

.TREND TO DAY 5… SE WINDS 15 TO 20 KT…SHIFTING TO N OR NW WINDS TO 30 KT AND POSSIBLY GALE FORCE TOWARD DAY 4 WITH SEAS BUILDING TOWARD 8 TO 12 FT POSSIBLY HIGHER…AS A COLD FRONT AND INTENSIFYING LOW PRES SYSTEM CROSS THE REGION. IMPROVING CONDITIONS FOR DAY 5…AS HIGH PRES SPREADS BACK TOWARD THE AREA FROM THE W. FORECASTER CONFIDENCE LVLS REMAIN MODERATE THRU DAY 5.
